Bryan Rashleigh, President

John Bordin, Treasurer

David Bayley, Secretary

David is responsible for reporting and maintaining records on Membership and Board meetings.  He disseminates information to club members when necessary.  David prepares and distributes documents for the AGM to members.  He answers e-mails from members, other clubs and interested parties, on behalf of the club.  David is also the Secretary for the BARC volunteers at the Ontario Honda Dealers Indy Toronto.

Andrea Pegg, Membership Secretary

Andrea accepts and records paid memberships.  Maintains the records and updates the Board and Membership of the current standings at meetings.  She reconciles records against the CASC files.
